L ate Rent Policy

Rent isdue on or beforethefirst. Latefees
are applied on the 6th.

If your rent is not received by the 11th, or the
next business day if the 11th falls on a week-
end, court papers will be processed.

Even if you pay before your court date and the
case is withdrawn, you will owe an additional
$191 for court fees and administrative fees.

There will be no exceptions!

Pay Early and Win

Effective January 1, and through out 2009
anyone who paystheir rent in full on or before the
first of the month will be eligible for a drawing for
FREE TRASH PICKUP. Rent must bereceived in
the office by 5:30 on the 1st to be digible.

A winner will be chosen at both properties. If you
win, you'll be notified to leave your trash outside
your door 3 days aweek for that month. Now, a
few rules:
-1 bag maximum each day.
Trash cannot be left out overnight and must be
outside prior to 8:30am on pick-up day.
Trash must be bagged properly and cannot in-
clude items such as batteries, ectronics or
furniture.
